ROSTERS:
Team will be limited to twenty (20) players in uniform.  Team rosters should be sent to the tournament manager by Tuesday prior to the regional tournament.  A program will be available at the tournament.

PASSES:


Twenty (20) players





Five (5) designated team personnel (coaches, managers, stats)





Two (2) School supervisors

Pass list and rosters due to tournament director on the Tuesday prior to

the tournament.

AWARDS:
A District 8 championship trophy will be presented to the first place team immediately following the championship game.

TOURNAMENT RULES:

National Federation rules will be followed.  The tournament manager or 


umpires in charge will explain any ground rules.
PRACTICE ACCESS:
No team will be allowed on the tournament playing field prior to the first round of games.

INFIELD PRACTICE:
May be allowed on the tournament playing field prior to all games.  The tournament director has the authority to suspend infield practice due to weather or other conditions.

BALLS:
Each school must furnish its own warm-up balls.  Game balls will be provided.  The official ball for fast pitch shall be the State adopted ball, provided by the tournament.

SELECTION OF HOME TEAM:  
In all District 8 games, the highest seed will be the home team and will have the choice of dugouts.  Home team will take infield practice first.
LINE-UP CARDS:
Each coach must deliver their batting order to the umpire and official scorekeeper on line-up cards.

UMPIRES:
The tournament manager in conjunction with the umpires associations will assign all umpires.  Two WOA certified umpires would be assigned to each game; three WOA certified officials will be assigned to the semi-finals and finals.

RUN RULE:

The ten run rule will be in effect after 5 innings.
COURTESY RUNNER:
The use of the courtesy runner can be used for the pitcher and catcher.

LENGTH OF GAME:
A regulation tournament game shall be seven innings unless extended because of a tie score or unless shortened because the home team needs none of its half of the seventh inning or only a fraction of it, or because of weather or similar conditions (if five (5) full innings or more have been played at the time of the interruption, it is a regulation game). 

TIEBREAKER:

The NFHS tie breaker procedure will be implemented after eight (8) full innings have been played.  Each subsequent half-inning begins by placing a runner on second base.  That runner is the player in the batting order who precedes the lead-off batter in that inning.  Then the game proceeds a full inning or until a winner is determined in that inning.
SUSPENDED GAMES:
Any game that is interrupted with teams having played less than the required number of innings will be continued from the point of suspension.  The tournament manager shall determine when the game will be completed.  The line-up and batting order of each team shall be exactly the same as the line-up and batting order at the time of the suspension, subject to the rules governing the game.
POSTPONED GAMES:
When necessary to postpone any tournament game, it shall be the responsibility of the tournament manager to re-schedule according to WIAA policy.  The tournament manager will have a plan for rainouts worked out in advance.  The WIAA will be informed in the event of a rainout reschedule.  In the case of rescheduling only local umpires will be used.  We will not have visiting umpires travel twice.

TRAINERS/

MEDICAL STAFF:
The designated tournament certified athletic trainer(s) or physician(s) have the authority to advise and treat all injuries and make recommendations regarding continued participation in the tournament.
PLAYING FIELD

CONDITIONS:


· The home league will be responsible for providing a safe playing surface for all games.

· There will be no pitching rubber in front of the high school girls pitching rubber.

· Bases shall be 60 feet.

· There will be outfield foul lines.

· Request 200” outfield fences.

· Safety double first base WILL be used for the regionals
